School Boards Adopt Instructional Materials

Las Juntas Escolares Adoptan Materiales Educativos

By Suzan T. Solomon, President (Area #5)

One of the significant roles and responsibilities of your
NSD school board is to adopt high-quality instructional
materials that are critical for supporting successful student
learning and instruction.

The California State Board of Education (SBE) develops
and adopts content standards while the Quality Commission
develops curriculum frameworks for grades TK-12. The
SBE then reviews and adopts the curriculum. The SBE
adopts instructional materials for grades K-8 which include,
textbooks, tests, and technology-based materials.

The local governing board may choose state-adopted
materials for grades K-8, but is not required to do so. If
state-adopted materials are not chosen by the local school
board then the Board must confirm that materials selected
are aligned with state content standards and comply with
legal requirements regarding social content.

Prior to textbook and instructional materials being
selected, the governing board will determine the budget for
purchasing, and time that will be allotted for professional
development for staff on how to use the newly adopted
instructional materials. Parents will also be given the

opportunity to familiarize themselves with the new adoptions.

It is important that we select instructional materials
that reflect our district vision, local priorities, goals and
expectations that we set for our students, and that our
newly adopted materials align with state standards and
social content.

This year, the state is looking at new adoptions for
California’s new Mathematics Framework. The school

board will not adopt new instructional materials on its own.

There is a comprehensive process that involves teachers,
administrators, parents, and community members. All of
our educational partners will have opportunities to view
the proposed materials, ask questions, perhaps pilot them,
and make recommendations.

The NSD Governing Board invites and encourages
your participation in the selection of new Mathematics
Instructional Materials and resources when the process
begins. Your involvement in your child’s education matters.

Una de las funciones y responsabilidades importantes de
la junta escolar de NSD es adoptar materiales educativos de
alta calidad que son fundamentales para apoyar el éxito del
aprendizaje y la instruccién de los estudiantes.

La Junta de Educacién del Estado de California (SBE)
desarrolla y adopta estandares de contenido, mientras que
la Comisién de Calidad desarrolla marcos curriculares para
los grados TK-12. Luego, la SBE revisa y adopta el plan
de estudios. La SBE adopta materiales educativos para
los grados K-8 que incluyen libros de texto, exdmenes y
material tecnolégico.

La junta directiva local puede elegir materiales
adoptados por el estado para los grados K-8, pero no esta
obligada a hacerlo. Si la junta local no elige los materiales
adoptados por el estado, entonces la junta debe confirmar
que los materiales seleccionados estan alineados con
los estandares de contenido estatales y cumplen con los
requisitos legales con respecto al contenido social.

Antes de seleccionar los libros de texto y los materiales
instructivos, la junta determinara el presupuesto para
la compra y el tiempo que se asignara para el desarrollo
profesional del personal sobre cémo utilizar los materiales
recientemente adoptados. Los padres también tendran la
oportunidad de familiarizarse con las nuevas adopciones.

Es importante que seleccionemos materiales
educativos que reflejen la visiéon de nuestro distrito, las
prioridades, metas y expectativas locales que establecemos
para nuestros estudiantes, y que nuestros materiales
recientemente adoptados se alineen con los estandares
estatales y el contenido social.

Este afio, el estado esta analizando nuevas adopciones
del nuevo Marco de Matematicas de California. La junta
escolar no adoptara nuevos materiales educativos por
su cuenta. Existe un proceso integral que involucra a
maestros, administradores, padres y miembros de la
comunidad. Todos nuestros socios educativos tendran
oportunidades de ver los materiales propuestos, hacer
preguntas, tal vez probarlos y hacer recomendaciones.

Women in History

Last month, our roadrunners were treated to
four female performers who brought history to life.
The theme was famous chefs in women’s history.
We heard from Betty Crocker, Rachel Ray, Leah
Chase, and Julia Child. The history ranged from
1912 to the present day. Each chef is well known
for their delicious recipes but on this day, our
students learned more about their contribution to
history. They learned that New Orleans’s native,
Leah Chase fed civil rights organizers and was taught to
use resourceful ingredients. Southern California resident,
Julia Child brought French cuisine to Americans through
her television show and was inducted into the Culinary
Institute of America’s Hall of Fame in 1993.

A more recent
chef, Rachel Ray demonstrates to young entrepreneurs
that starting at a candy counter can lead to fulfilling big
dreams. Through thoughtful and creative partnerships
with the PTA and community theater, our students saw
history come to life and a new appreciation for chefs.

6th Grade Bring History Alive:
The Annual Greek and Roman Festival

Our sixth-grade students kicked off their social
studies unit on Ancient Greek and Roman History
with a Greek and Roman festival this month. For
sixteen years, students, teachers, and families
continue to look forward to this wonderful
event and enjoy the experience. Students
moved through four different interdisciplinary
stations covering Greek architecture, Roman
mosaics, Minoan pottery, and Olympic events. This arts-
integrated simulation exposes students to the culture
and contributions of the Greek and Roman Empires.
Sixth-grade parents participated in this special day by
donating food that included traditional Mediterranean
dishes, to expose our students to modern culture
and cuisine. Students explored Greek architecture by
carving replicas of Greek columns using drywall as
their medium.

SRE Literacy Leaders and MathMagicians

At Stevenson Ranch, we have a long-standing
tradition of offering two different programs that
work with students to ensure that they have
built their sight word fluency in first grade and
their multiplication and division fluency in third
grade. These programs build students’ fluency in
foundational skills that allow students to continue
to strive for success in the years to come. Students
in first grade work towards mastering 200 sight
words in order to become members of our 200 Club
where they are recognized in the morning announcements,
gain a membership card and their award photo on the
wall. For students who are working really hard, but need
an extra little bit of help, we offer before school Literacy
Leaders support where they are paired with fourth through
sixth graders. Additionally, our students also have sixth
grade buddies who work with them for the first ten minutes
of school on sight word practice. So far, we are proud of
our 58 students who have passed and we still have the last
trimester to go. In third grade, our students are working
at home and in their classrooms to build their automaticity
around multiplication and division facts. Students are
working through their facts to 12 before they take a 50
question test requiring 100% accuracy with administration
to determine if they have made their way into being a
MathMagician. Once students have earned this honor, their
picture is displayed on the wall in the third grade hallway
for two years. Testing just began after winter break and we
already have 25 students who have qualified. We are proud
of the hardworking achievements of all of our students
who continuously work towards accomplishing these high
academic goals. Keep up the hard work Wranglers!

Hasta
ahora, estamos orgullosos de nuestros 58 estudiantes que
han aprobado y todavia nos queda el dltimo trimestre. Los
estudiantes del tercer grado estan trabajando en casa y en sus
salones para desarrollar su automaticidad de las operaciones
de multiplicacién y divisién. Los estudiantes estan trabajando
a través de sus operaciones hasta 12 antes de tomar una
prueba de 50 preguntas que requiere 100% de precision con
la administracion para determinar si han logrado convertirse
en un Mago de Matematica (“Math Magician”). Una vez que
los estudiantes obtengan este honor, su foto se exhibird en la
pared del pasillo de tercer grado por dos anos. Las pruebas
recién comenzaron después de las vacaciones de invierno y
ya tenemos 25 estudiantes que calificaron. Nosotros estamos
orgullosos de los logros de todos nuestros estudiantes
que trabajan continuamente para lograr estas altas metas
académicas. jSigan trabajando duro, Wranglers!
